HEARING DISPOSITION (1)- EXPULSION

Chairman Ingersoll called the meeting to order and greeted those present for the hearing.  Deputy Superintendent Wolfe then proceeded to speak about the recommended order for expulsion.
RECOMMENDED ORDER # 10-004

Recommended Order #10-004 pertained to a 13 year old (DOB/09-03-1996) 7th grade student at Dan McCarty 3-8 School who was charged with two violations of the Code of Student Conduct, namely, C4 – Assault/Intimidation/Threat of Employees or Other Adults, and C3 – Fighting (Mutual Altercation).
The student was given a due process hearing before a hearing officer on November 23, 2009.  A written summary of this hearing was provided for the Board and the student's parents.  The recommendation for expulsion was reviewed by the Placement Review Committee on which the Exceptional Student Education Department is represented.  The Committee recommended that expulsion proceedings continue.  The principal and the hearing officer recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year.  The student and her mother were present during the hearing and were given the opportunity to make a statement.  The principal of Dale Cassens Educational Complex, Mrs. Ellen Harden, also made a statement about the student's history over the past 36 days since being assigned to that school.  
For the record, board members asked that students' grades be provided as part of the expulsion packet for their review.


Action:
The Superintendent recommended the Board place




the expulsion (for the remainder of the 2009-2010




school year) in abeyance and permit the student to




continue at the alternative school where she currently




attends (Hensley/Carvelli/Carried 5-0).

Following disposition of the expulsion hearing, Chairman Ingersoll adjourned the special meeting of January 7, 2010 at approximately 5:49 p.m.
