SUPERINTENDENT’S UPDATE

25.  SR School Calendar 2010-11

Mrs. Susan Ranew, Assistant Superintendent for Human Resources, and Mrs. Debbie Iseman, Executive Director of Professional Development, co-presented reports on professional development and the 2010-11 school calendar.  Mrs. Iseman focused on leadership development, improving achievement, and school improvement.  She talked about teachers as learners, budget allocations and salaries, and the effective principal.    

Aspects of the proposed calendar were looked at.   A question and answer conversation ensued with regard to early release days, professional development days, preschool days, and hurricane days.  After receiving comments from board members, Mr. Lannon agreed that staff would reconsider some options and bring back a revised draft at the first board meeting in March 2010.

SCHOOL BOARD MEMBERS’ REPORTS

Mr. Ingersoll asked board members to check their schedules and notify staff about which graduation ceremonies they will and will not be able to attend in June.
Mrs. Hensley reported on the process she was working on to develop a master calendar so that board members can coordinate, publish and share information gained by individual board members who serve on community boards, and/or in other organizations or community groups.

Dr. Miller informed everyone that the St. Lucie County Education Foundation had created a mini scholarship in honor of Kathy Basile for PreK-2nd grade teachers.  She also reminded everyone that the Foundation's "Spring Fling" was scheduled for March 13, 2010 at Torrey Pines Institute.  It was noted that the Night of the Stars event is scheduled for February 27, 2010.  
Dr. Miller asked board members to provide her with a list of names for community members who would benefit from shadowing principals during on-site visits.  This was related to the Board's target #7.

Other events and matters of interest that were mentioned by board members included: lunch during the annual Ag Tour would be at Fort Pierce Central High; David Lawrence Group meeting in Orlando committed to early childhood healthcare;  Hibiscus Center reaching out for donations through its "begging bear" campaign; Sundaes in the Park scheduled for January 31, 2010 from 1:00 p.m. – 4:00 p.m. at Whispering Pines/Minsky gym in Port St. Lucie; Early Learning Coalition starting campaign to fight for appropriate funding for Pre-K; successful meeting with Editorial Board at Treasure Coast High School; legislative delegation meeting scheduled for January 28, 2010 in Port St. Lucie, and Taste of St. Lucie coming to Fort Pierce on March 31, 2010.
