HEARING DISPOSITIONS - EXPULSION

Chairman Hilson called the meeting to order.
RECOMMENDED ORDER #1

Recommended Order #1 was pulled from the agenda.  No action by the Board was required.

RECOMMENDED ORDER #2
Superintendent Lannon informed the Board that Recommended Order #2 pertained to a sixteen year old student (DOB/09-03-91) at Delaware Avenue School who was charged with a violation of the Code of Student Conduct, C4 and A3- Assault of Employee or other Adult on Campus, and Assault of Students. 

The student was given a due process hearing before a hearing officer on January 24, 2008, however, neither the student nor a representative appeared for the hearing after having been notified of the hearing date, time, and place.  A written summary of this hearing was provided for the Board and the student’s parents.

The recommendation for expulsion was reviewed by the Placement Review Committee on which the Exceptional Student Education Department is represented.  The Committee recommended expulsion proceedings continue.

The principal recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2007-08 school year and the entire 2008-09 school year.  The hearing officer recommended the petition for expulsion for the remainder of the 2007-08 school year and the entire 2008-09 school year be granted.  Upon final review, the superintendent made the following recommendation.  Neither student nor representative attended the Board hearing.

Action:
The superintendent recommended the Board expel the student



for the remainder of the 2007-08 school year and the first



semester of the 2008-09 school year (Hensley/Miller/Carried 4-0).

RECOMMENDED ORDER #3
Recommended Order #3 pertained to a sixteen year old (DOB/08-31-91) student at Delaware Avenue School who was charged with a violation of the Code of Student Conduct, R4 – Sexual Offenses.

The student was given a due process hearing before a hearing officer on January 24, 2008 and was represented by his parents.  A written summary of this hearing was provided for the Board and the student’s parents.

The recommendation for expulsion was reviewed by the Placement Review Committee on which the Exceptional Student Education Department is represented.  The Committee recommended expulsion proceedings continue.

The principal recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2007-08 school year and the entire 2008-09 school year.  The hearing officer recommended the petition for expulsion for the remainder of the 2007-08 school year and the entire 2008-09 school year be granted.  Upon final review, the superintendent made the following recommendation.  The student and his parents were present during the hearing before the Board and were given an opportunity to make a statement.

Action:
The superintendent recommended the Board expel the



student for the remainder of the 2007-08 school year



and the first semester of the 2008-09 school year (Ingersoll/



Miller/Carried 4-0).
