RECOMMENDED ORDER #09-010

On May 7, 2009, it was confirmed that the student referenced in recommended order #09-010 had withdrawn from school.  Consequently, there was no action taken by the Board.

RECOMMENDED ORDER #09-013

Recommended Order #09-013 pertained to a 16 year old (DOB 12-10-92) 10th grade student at Indian Hills School who was charged with a violation of the Student Code of Conduct, Level Q4 – Sexual Battery.

The student was given a due process hearing before a hearing officer on March 25, 2009 during which the student and his mother were in attendance.  A written summary of the hearing was provided for the Board and the student's parent.  The recommendation for expulsion was reviewed by the Placement Review Committee on which the Exceptional Student Education Department is represented.  The Committee recommended that expulsion proceedings continue.

The principal recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2008-09 school year and the first semester of the 2009-2010 school year.  The hearing officer recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2008-09 school year and the first semester of the 2009-2010 school year.  It is noted that neither the student nor a representative appeared during the meeting.  The hearing was scheduled to begin at 5:40 p.m.  The Board waited until 5:51 p.m. before proceeding.

Action:

The Deputy Superintendent recommended the Board




expel the student for the remainder of the 2008-09




school year and the first semester of the 2009-2010




school year (Hilson/Hensley/Carried 4-0).
Following disposition of all recommended orders scheduled to come before the Board, Chairman Miller adjourned the May 7, 2009 special (expulsion) meeting at approximately 5:54 p.m.
