HEARING DISPOSITIONS - EXPULSION



Vice Chairman Troy Ingersoll called the meeting to order.  Interim Superintendent Sandra Wolfe gave the Board a follow-up/progress report on Indian Hills student TS, stating that the student had violated his opportunity to remain at the school; parents had been notified that the expulsion was in place.

RECOMMENDED ORDER #09-019
Recommended Order # pertained to a 16 year old (DOB-10/29/92) 9th grade student at Indian Hills School who was charged with a violation of the Code of Student Conduct, Level H4 – Drugs/Use/Possession.
The student was given a due process hearing before a hearing officer on September 8, 2009.  A written summary of this hearing was provided for the Board and the student’s parents.  The recommendation for expulsion was reviewed by the Placement Review Committee on which the Exceptional Student Education Department is represented.  The Committee recommended that expulsion proceedings continue.  The principal recommended, and the hearing officer determined, that the student should be expelled for the remainder of the 2008-09 school year and the entire 2009-2010 school year. Neither the student nor a representative appeared before the Board.

RECOMMENDED ORDER #09-020

Recommended Order #09-020 pertained to a 15 year old (DOB -12/29/93) 9th grade student from Delaware Avenue School who was charged with a violation of the Code of Student Conduct, Level T4 – Weapons Possession.

The student was given a due process hearing before a hearing officer on September 8, 2009. A written summary of this hearing was provided for the Board and the student’s parents.  The recommendation for expulsion was reviewed by the Placement Review Committee on which the Exceptional Student Education Department is represented.  The Committee recommended that expulsion proceedings continue. The principal recommended, and the hearing officer determined, that the student should be expelled for the remainder of the 2008-09 school year and the entire 2009-2010 school year.  Neither the student nor a representative appeared before the Board.
