HEARING DISPOSITIONS - EXPULSION

RECOMMENDED ORDER #1

Recommended Order #1 pertained to a 15-year-old (DOB 03-13-92) student at St. Lucie West Centennial High School.

The student was charged with a violation of the Code of Student Conduct, T4 – Weapons Possession/Loaded Firearm. 

The student was given a due process hearing before a hearing officer on September 27, 2007 and was represented by his father.  A written summary of this hearing was provided for the Board and the student’s parents.  The recommendation for expulsion was reviewed by the Placement Review Committee on which the Exceptional Student Education Department is represented.  The Committee recommended that expulsion proceedings continue.  

The principal recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2006-07 school year and the first semester of the 2007-08 school year.  The hearing officer recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2006-07 school year and the first semester of the 2007-08 school year.  The superintendent recommended the student be expelled for the remainder of the 2006-07 school year and the first semester of the 2007-08 school year with the provision that the student be placed in an alternative setting under a behavioral contract  during the first and second semesters of the 2007-08 school year as determined appropriate. 

Action:
There was a motion to expel the student from the regular



program of instruction of the St. Lucie County School



System for the remainder of the 2006-07 school year



and the first semester of the 2007-08 school year, provided,



however, that during such period and for the remainder of



the 2007-08 school year, the student shall be eligible for



enrollment in such alternate education program and under



such terms and conditions, including a probationary contract



but not including a comprehensive high school, as the



Superintendent determines appropriate (Ingersoll/Hilson/



Carried 5-0).

RECOMMENDED ORDER #2

The recommendation for expulsion was withdrawn.  The student and his parents had signed a stipulated agreement.

Following disposition of all hearings scheduled to come before the Board, Chairman Carvelli adjourned the October 3, 2007 expulsion meeting at approximately 6:15 p.m.
